     The Navy League of the United States was founded in 1902 with the encouragement of President Theodore Roosevelt. The Navy League is unique among military-oriented associations in that it is a civilian organization dedicated to the education of our citizens, including our elected officials, and the support of the men and women of the sea services and their families. You need not have served in the military to be a member of the Navy League.
PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE:  We had to cancel the council picnic due to lack of participation.  By the cutoff date, we had received 11 Navy League reservations plus 6 guests.  We had planned for 40 reservations to satisfy the caterer’s requirements.  We had a good venue and the weather cooperated but other activities reduced our members’ participation. NEW TAX LAW ENCOURAGES CHARITABLE GIVING:  Navy Leaguers age 70 or older have an exciting new way to support the US Sea Services – by making a tax-free gift directly from your IRA to Navy League!  On August 17, 2006, President Bush signed into law new tax incentives for charitable gifts from donors who are 70 or older.  The Pension Protection Act of 2006 encourages financial support of charitable organizations across the United States.  Under the law, you can make a lifetime gift using funds from your individual retirement account (IRA) without undesirable tax effects.

     Previously you would have had to report any amount taken from your IFA as taxable income, then taken a charitable deduction for the gift.  Now you can make a direct gift to the charity of your choice simply and without tax complications.  You have until December 31 to make your IRA contribution for the 2006 tax year.  Though you can also make a gift from your IRA in 2007, a gift after December 31 will not count toward your 2006 mandatory withdrawal and taxes.  Please consult your tax professional if you are contemplating a gift under the new law.
