     The Navy League of the United States was founded in 1902 with the encouragement of President Theodore Roosevelt. The Navy League is unique among military-oriented associations in that it is a civilian organization dedicated to the education of our citizens, including our elected officials, and the support of the men and women of the sea services and their families. PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE:    It has been some time since the Monterey Peninsula Council of the Navy League has hosted a ship visit.  This month we will host two vessels from the United States Coast Guard for a reception and a barbeque.  The vessels, USCGC Aspen (WLB-208) and USCGC George Cobb (WLM-564), will be in Monterey March 19th and 20th.  

  USCGC Aspen, a Juniper Class Seagoing Buoy Tender, was recently featured on the Discovery Channel series “Dirty Jobs”.  She’s a 225-footer with latest in computers, navigation, environmental protection, and remote monitoring systems. She is also equipped with an advanced oil-skimming system known as the Spilled Oil Recovery System (SORS).

  USCGC George Cobb was named for a former assistant light keeper of the Point Bonita light at the entrance to the San Francisco bay.  On Dec 26, 1896, he launched the station’s small boat during a terrible gale to save three passengers of a capsized sailboat. For his extreme heroism and valor, Keeper George Cobb was awarded the Silver Lifesaving Medal and became the namesake for this “Keeper” Class coastal buoy tender.  
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  USCGC George Cobb is 175 feet long and performs Coast Guard missions including search and rescue, homeland defense, maritime law enforcement, marine environmental protection, and ice breaking.  This cutter services over two hundred floating aids to navigation along the California coast, including San Diego harbor, San Francisco Bay, and her homeport of San Pedro with the ports of Los Angeles and Long Beach.  

  Be sure to send in your reservation for these events.  If you can’t come, consider making a donation to our council, to help us pay for this visit. Let’s give a strong show of support for this hardworking and vital branch of our United States sea services!

US NAVY MISSLE TAKES OUT DISABLED SATELLITE:  PACIFIC OCEAN (Feb. 20, 2008) By Gerry J. Gilmore, American Forces Press Service.

 from the Combat Information Center aboard the Ticonderoga-class guided missile cruiser USS Lake Erie (CG 70). Lake Erie fired a single modified tactical Standard Missile-3 (SM-3) and successfully impacted a non-functioning National Reconnaissance Office satellite

 approximately 247 kilometers (133 nautical miles) over the Pacific Ocean, as it traveled in space at more than 17,000 mph.    

  The missile fired from a U.S. Navy ship in the Pacific Ocean that hit the malfunctioning U.S. reconnaissance satellite likely accomplished its goal of destroying the satellite's toxic fuel tank, a senior U.S. military officer said.

   Preliminary reports indicate the SM-3 missile struck its primary target, which was a tank full of toxic hydrazine rocket fuel carried aboard the 5,000-pound satellite, Marine Gen. James E. Cartwright, vice chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, told reporters at a Pentagon news conference.
   President Bush directed the Defense Department to engage the satellite just before it entered the atmosphere. U.S. officials decided to shoot down the satellite because of the danger posed by the hazardous hydrazine, noting the goal was for the missile to hit and rupture the tank of rocket fuel, causing the hydrazine to burn up harmlessly in the atmosphere, along with debris from the stricken satellite.
