PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE: I’ve just returned from a trip to the Naval Academy and Naval Heritage & History Command in Washington, DC, where I met many people who are diligently preserving the legacy of our nation’s sea services and others who have gallantly served our nation in war.  I was inspired by the creative ideas of Dr. Ed Marolda, who has dedicated several years to developing the new Cold War Gallery at the historic Navy Yard, and by the principles of Admiral Robert McNitt, whose heroism aboard the USS Barb in World War II helped bring victory in the Pacific and whose leadership at the Naval Postgraduate School in the late 1960’s left a remarkable legacy that has stood the test of time. 

  I visited the Marine Corps Iwo Jima Memorial, Arlington National Cemetery, Lincoln Memorial, World War II Memorial and Washington Monument.  Despite a winter morning chill, groups of visitors were at each site paying their respects.  There were families with young children, veterans taking tours led by Park Service rangers, and international groups learning about American history.  The sights and sounds provided a poignant reminder of the commitment and sacrifice our young sea service men and women have made to keep our nation and our principles of democracy strong and free.

  The experience also reminded me of the importance of our Navy League.  We understand the challenges, rigors and risks men and women in the sea services have faced and will face throughout their service careers, including the family separation and uncertainty caused by deployments.  We can make a positive difference in the lives of our Coast Guardsmen, Marines and Sailors by fostering the services’ core values and maintaining an informed dialogue with people in our community, local and national military leaders, and California and Congressional policymakers to ensure that the needs of service personnel are foremost in their minds.

ABOUT OUR SPEAKER: CAPT Charles Calvano, USN(Ret), graduated from the US Naval Academy in 1963 and went on to earn a Master’s as well as a Naval Engineer’s Degree from MIT in 1970. He went on to a distinguished career with the US Navy as an Engineering Duty Officer specializing in ship design and construction.  Professor Emeritus Calvano’s experience with the Naval Postgraduate School includes Director of the Total Ship Systems Engineering (TSSE) program (1991 – 2004), Associate Director Meyer Institute of Systems Engineering (2001 – 2004), and Professor, Systems Engineering Department (2007).  From 2004 to 2007 he was assigned to the Office of Naval Research Global Office in London, where he was the Chief Scientist.  Professor Calvano’s current teaching interests include Systems Engineering, Ship Design, and Naval Architecture. His awards include Fellow, Royal Institution of Naval Architecture, Meritorious Civilian Service Award, Fellow, of Society of Naval Architects and Marine 

Engineers, Richard Hamming Award for Interdisciplinary Achievement, Mechanical Engineering Department Outstanding Researcher, and Mechanical Engineering Department Outstanding Instructor.  He is a Fellow of the Royal Institution of Naval Architects and of the Society of Naval Architects and Marine Engineers.
